Sunshine Coast Literacy Council
Literacy Projects
The Literacy Council is supporting the following projects in 2010.
Sunshine Coast Community Services
1. Custody and Access Peer Support Group, $2,000. The project is equipping  women to better navigate the justice and child protection systems through group support related to custody and access of children exposed to violence against their mothers.  

2. Bellies and Babies Prenatal Nutrition Program Teaching Tools, $1,945.  Provision of teaching tools to meet the learning needs of young pregnant women and mothers with low literacy levels who attend the Bellies and Babies Prenatal Nutrition Program.  

3. Childcare Resource and Referral Program Literacy Resource Kits, $1,650. Development of a series of five high-quality, sustainable, age-appropriate literacy resource kits to be maintained in the CCRR’S toy and resource libraries.

4. Mother Goose Facilitator Training, $2,000.  The project is training  existing family resource workers to deliver the Mother Goose program and will make adaptations to the program within the context of existing family resource programs.  

Community Resource Centre, $2000
The project is developing  two key resource materials to enhance literacy skill development:  A comprehensive instructional manual and an on-line computer toolkit to work with and mentor youth and adults with low literacy skills, new immigrant families and Aboriginals living both on and off band lands.

Sechelt Public Library, $2000
The project provides  direct service through special events to increase public awareness of the importance of promoting reading in the early years and the importance of coaching parents in how to promote reading in the early years.  The target groups are children and their parents from the Sechelt Nation and in the Pender Harbour area.

Gibsons Family Network, $2000.
Literacy Training in Nutriition and Understanding Food Labels.  The project is providing  10 weeks of literacy training in nutrition and understanding the Canada Food Guide for up to 10 young adults with developmental disabilities at the Sunshine shack at the Gibsons Community Centre.

Sechelt Indian Band, $2,000
The project will support the production of a film documentary into the revitalization of the She shashishalhem language in the translation and transmission of a traditional story with contemporary illustration.

Habitat for Humanity, $1,705
The project will provide training in computer literacy for ReStore volunteers and staff, and numeracy and basic literacy training for Habitat for Humanity families. 

Festival of the Written Arts, Celebrating Authors Books and Children, $1500
Programming to provide opportunities for Aboriginal writers and storytellers to share their stories with both the Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal communities.  The programming focus is on elementary and secondary school students and also includes an evening event for the public.
